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1. Introducere

Renovarea energetica a fondului imobiliar este una dintre provocarile arzatoare pe calea Europei
catre neutralitatea climatica. Cladirile reprezinta aproximativ 40 % din consumul final de energie
si 36 % din emisiile de gaze cu efect de sera in UE (Comisia Europeana, 2020). Cu toate acestea,
rata de renovare in UE rdmane scazutd, estimata la aproximativ 1 % anual, in timp ce Comisia
Europeana subliniaza ca aceasta trebuie sa se dubleze cel putin pentru a atinge obiectivele
climatice pentru 2030 si 2050 (BPIE, 2022).

Pactul Verde European, Strategia ,Valul Renovarii”, pachetul ,Fit-for-55” si reformarea
Directivei privind Eficienta Energetica (DEE) si a Directivei privind Performanta Energetica a
Cladirilor (DPEC) subliniaza toate rolul renovarii profunde atat ca necesitate de mediu, cat si ca
oportunitate socio-economica. Locuintele renovate contribuie la decarbonizare, imbunatatesc
conditiile de viata ale gospodariilor cu venituri mici si ajuta la reducerea saraciei energetice. Cu
toate acestea, cel mai mare obstacol in calea renovarii la scara larga ramane lipsa finantarii
accesibile si la preturi rezonabile.

Livrabilul D3.3 — Oportunitati de finantare pentru renovarea locuintelor abordeaza aceasta
lacuna, oferind o cartografiere si o analiza cuprinzatoare a oportunitatilor de finantare pentru
renovarea locuintelor in statele membre ale partenerilor LIFE ReHABITA. Raportul se
concentreaza pe disponibilitatea practica a fluxurilor de finantare la nivel national si regional,
interactiunea cu instrumentele la nivel UE si eficacitatea acestor mecanisme in mobilizarea
cetatenilor si a investitorilor.
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2. Metodologie

Obiectivul principal al D.3.3 este de a identifica si analiza oportunitatile de finantare pentru
renovarea locuintelor in statele membre ale UE participante la LIFE ReHABITA, in special la nivel
local, ca site-uri pilot ale proiectului ReHABITA. Documentul este conceput pentru a oferi o
imagine de ansamblu cuprinzatoare si comparativa, care sa sprijine atat factorii de decizie
politica, cat si practicienii din municipalitati Tn identificarea mecanismelor eficiente si a
practicilor replicabile. Pentru a realiza acest lucru, urmam o abordare structurata care asigura
coerenta intre toate studiile de caz nationale, oferind in acelasi timp spatiu pentru a evidentia
particularitatile specifice fiecarei tari.

Documentul este structurat Tn mai multe sectiuni cheie. Acesta incepe cu o Introducere, in care
prezentam contextul general al renovarii locuintelor si explicam relevanta mecanismelor
financiare pentru atingerea obiectivelor de renovare. Urmeaza sectiunea Metodologie, in care
descriem procesul utilizat pentru colectarea, analizarea si sintetizarea informatiilor provenite
atat din surse la nivel european, cat si de la partile interesate nationale. Apoi, dedicam un capitol
instrumentelor financiare ale UE, in care oferim o prezentare succintd, dar clara, a programelor
de finantare existente relevante pentru renovarea locuintelor, cum ar fi fondurile politicii de
coeziune, Mecanismul de redresare si rezilienta, InvestEU si alte initiative transfrontaliere.
Aceasta sectiune creeaza legatura intre politica la nivel european si punerea in aplicare la nivel
national.

Nucleul documentului il constituie analiza la nivel de tard. Pentru fiecare stat membru analizat
(Croatia, Letonia, Spania, Bulgaria si altele), prezentam o descriere structurata care acopera:

e politica nationala si cadrul strategic,

e principalele surse de finantare, inclusiv programele de stat, schemele finantate de UE,
initiativele locale si institutiile financiare,

e conditiile specifice pentru cetateni si administratorii de cladiri atunci cand solicita sau
acceseaza finantare, si

e principalele obstacole si recomandarile cheie care reies din contextul national.

Fiecare capitol national urmeaza aceeasi structura pentru a facilita compararea si pentru a
asigura coerenta documentului in ansamblu. Partenerii proiectului LIFE ReHABITA au furnizat
contributii a nivel national completand un sablon dat, care constituie baza acestei analize si va
fi inclus in detaliu in anexa la D.3.3.

in final, documentul se incheie cu o analizd comparativd si concluzii. Aceastd sectiune
evidentiaza cele mai semnificative oportunitati din toate tarile, identifica domeniile in care
sprijinul este Tnca insuficient si ofera informatii despre practicile care ar putea fi replicate in alte
state membre. De asemenea, rezuma lectiile invatate si implicatiile politice pentru extinderea
finantarii renovarilor in Europa.

n sectiunea finala a anexei, am inclus o brosura personalizata pentru fiecare oras, care prezinta
contextul financiar al acestuia pentru abordarea provocarilor legate de renovarea eficientei
energetice, precum si riscurile saraciei energetice. Brosura este, Tn esentd, o prezentare
generala specifica a instrumentelor financiare disponibile atat la nivel national, cat si municipal,
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care poate fi adaptata ulterior pentru zonele de replicare, daca este necesar. Aceasta este
disponibild Tn limba nationala a fiecarei tari.

Acest document serveste in primul rand ca sursa consolidata de informatii pentru experti,
permitand compararea intre partenerii proiectului si oferind Comisiei Europene o imagine de
ansamblu clard si concisa. In acelasi timp, anexele contin date brute detaliate compilate de
parteneri utilizand sabloanele proiectului. Anexa include, de asemenea, brosuri vizual rafinate
— proiectate in Canva — adaptate fiecarui oras in parte si care evidentiaza instrumentele
financiare pe care municipalitatile le pot aplica in cadrul national respectiv.
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3. Prezentare generala a instrumentelor financiare ale UE

Desi programele de renovare sunt concepute si implementate la nivel national, oportunitatile
de finantare provin in principal de la nivel european. Existd o gama larga de instrumente
disponibile:

e Fondurile politicii de coeziune (Fondul european de dezvoltare regionala — FEDR, Fondul
de coeziune, Fondul social european+) acorda subventii directe pentru eficienta
energetica a cladirilor, in special in regiunile mai putin dezvoltate.

e Facilitatea pentru Redresare si Rezilienta (FRR): Cel mai mare instrument al UE pentru
redresarea post-COVID, care aloca fonduri semnificative pentru renovarea energetica in
cadrul Planurilor Nationale de Redresare si Rezilienta (PNRRuri).

e InvestEU: Ofera garantii pentru reducerea riscurilor investitiilor private in renovare prin
fmprumuturi, garantii si finantare mixta.

e Banca Europeana de Investitii (BEI): Acorda Tmprumuturi si asistenta tehnica bancilor
nationale de promovare, autoritatilor locale si intermediarilor financiari. Facilitatea
ELENA (Asistenta energetica localda europeana) este deosebit de relevanta pentru
sprijinirea dezvoltarii de proiecte.

e Programul Orizont Europa si LIFE: Desi nu finanteaza direct renovarea la scara larga,
aceste instrumente piloteaza abordari inovatoare, sprijina consolidarea capacitatilor si
fac legatura intre cercetare si implementare.

e Fondul Social privind Clima (FSC): incepand din 2026, FSC va sprijini gospodariile
vulnerabile Tn tranzitia energetica, inclusiv prin subventii pentru renovare.

Interactiunea dintre instrumentele la nivel UE si schemele nationale este esentiald: fondurile UE
sunt canalizate catre programe specifice fiecarei tari, adesea combinate cu cofinantare
nationald, si adaptate la cadrele de reglementare locale.
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4. Analize nationale

4.1 Bulgaria

n Bulgaria, finantarea renovarii locuintelor s-a dezvoltat prin programe succesive conduse de
stat, initial impulsionate de cooperarea internationald si ulterior consolidate de mecanisme
nationale si sustinute de UE. Caracteristica dominantd a acestui sistem a fost acordarea de
subventii integrale sau aproape integrale pentru renovarea energeticd, un model care a asigurat
o adoptare rapida si rezultate vizibile, dar care a creat si provocari structurale pe termen lung
pentru dezvoltarea unei piete durabile a renovarii.

Instrumentele actuale combina subventii din Planul National de Redresare si Rezilientd (PNRR),
scheme de sprijin pentru energia regenerabild, masuri privind calitatea aerului si instrumente
financiare bazate pe imprumuturi. Desi resursele disponibile sunt semnificative, lipsa prioritizarii
gospodariilor vulnerabile, excluderea locuintelor unifamiliale din multe scheme si ciclurile de
finantare neregulate au limitat impactul acestora asupra incluziunii si sustenabilitatii pe termen
lung.

Pentru ReHABITA, Bulgaria oferd atat oportunitati, cat si lectii: exista un sprijin financiar
puternic, dar dependenta excesiva de subventii 100% submineaza dezvoltarea de solutii bazate
pe piata. Remedierea acestui dezechilibru va fi esentiald pentru asigurarea unor rezultate
durabile si echitabile in materie de renovare.

Programe nationale de renovare

Primii pasi in renovarea energetica la scard larga a cladirilor rezidentiale au fost facuti cu
proiectul ,Demonstratie de renovare a clddirilor rezidentiale multifamiliale” (2007-2011), o
initiativda comuna a Ministerului Dezvoltarii Regionale si Lucrarilor Publice (MDLPA) si PNUD. De
atunci, au fost lansate programe succesive, care au oferit in mod constant subventii acoperind
pana la 100 % din costurile eligibile, fara a face distinctie intre gospodariile vulnerabile si cele
nevulnerabile.

Cea mai importanta sursa actuala de finantare este PNRR, care finanteaza procedura de Sprijin
pentru Renovarea Energeticd Durabild a Fondului Imobiliar Rezidential. Implementata in doud
etape, aceasta a oferit initial o finantare nerambursabila de 100 %, iar ulterior a redus acoperirea
la 80 %. Solicitantii eligibili includ proprietarii de cladiri multifamiliale construite inainte de 1999,
organizate in conformitate cu Legea privind administrarea condominiilor. Cladirile renovate
trebuie sa atinga cel putin clasa energetica B si sa reduca consumul de energie primara cu 30 %.
Desi programul este inchis pentru noi cereri, implementarea proiectelor aprobate este in curs
de desfasurare.

Schema PNRR este extrem de relevanta, dar si problematicd. Aceasta exclude locuintele
unifamiliale, nu acorda prioritate gospodariilor vulnerabile si consolideaza o cultura a
dependentei de subventii integrale, ceea ce risca sa submineze dezvoltarea pe termen lung a
pietei renovarii energetice.

Sprijin pentru energia regenerabila pentru gospodarii

Pe langa renovarea cladirilor, Bulgaria a introdus programe specifice pentru promovarea
energiei din surse regenerabile in gospodarii. In cadrul PNRR, Programul National de Sprijinire a
Gospodadriilor in Domeniul Energiei din Surse Regenerabile (BG-RRP-4.026) vizeaza cresterea
ponderii energiei din surse regenerabile in consumul final al gospodariilor.

Programul finanteaza instalatii solare termice pentru apa caldd menajerd (pana la 100 % din
costuri, cu un plafon de 1 960 BGN) si sisteme fotovoltaice de pana la 10 kWp (70 % din costuri,
cu un plafon de 15 000 BGN). Cu un buget de 240 de milioane BGN, se preconizeaza ca va sprijini
cel putin 10 000 de gospodarii, in special cele care depind de sisteme ineficiente de ncalzire cu
combustibili solizi.

Acest program abordeaza in mod direct sardcia energetica prin reducerea facturilor la energie si
a dependentei de combustibili poluanti. De asemenea, completeaza masurile de renovare a
cladirilor prin integrarea energiei din surse regenerabile in consumul gospodariilor.

Masuri privind calitatea aerului

Dependenta gospodariilor de carbune silemne a facut ca calitatea aerului sa devina o problema
urgenta. Programul de mediu 2021-2027, coordonat de Ministerul Mediului si Apelor, aloca 610
milioane BGN municipalitatilor vizate cu cele mai grave probleme de poluare a aerului.

Prin procedura ,Pentru un aer mai curat”, gospodariile pot inlocui vechile sobe si cazane pe
combustibil solid cu echipamente moderne, ecologice. Subventiile acopera 100 % din costurile
eligibile, cu conditia ca vechile aparate sa fie predate pentru reciclare. Se preconizeaza ca peste
80 000 de gospodarii vor beneficia de aceasta masura, in special in municipalitati precum Sofia,
Plovdiv, Burgas si Pernik.

Aceastd madsura elimind in mod eficient barierele financiare pentru gospodariile vulnerabile, desi
aria sa geografica restransa limiteaza accesul cetatenilor din alte regiuni.

Instrumente financiare si imprumuturi

Bulgaria a dezvoltat, de asemenea, instrumente bazate pe imprumuturi, desi cererea a fost
redusa din cauza disponibilitatii subventiilor integrale.

»Fondul pentru orase durabile”, in cadrul Programului Operational Regiuni in Crestere 2014-
2020, a acordat imprumuturi pentru investitii in eficienta energetica a cladirilor rezidentiale
unifamiliale, inclusiv izolare, inlocuirea ferestrelor, modernizarea sistemelor de incalzire si
integrarea energiei din surse regenerabile. Termenele de rambursare au fost prelungite pana la
15 ani. Cu toate acestea, gradul de utilizare a ramas minim, deoarece proprietarii de locuinte au
preferat in mod covarsitor programele de subventii.

Fondul pentru Eficientd Energetica si Surse Regenerabile (FEESR) este un alt instrument
important, care ofera imprumuturi municipalitatilor, companiilor si persoanelor fizice. Valoarea
fmprumuturilor variaza intre 27 000 BGN si 2,7 milioane BGN, cu rate ale dobanzii intre 3,5 % si
7 % si perioade de rambursare de pana la sapte ani. Beneficiarii trebuie sa contribuie cu cel putin
10 % din costurile proiectului. in ciuda flexibilitatii sale, lipsa unor dispozitii specifice pentru
grupurile vulnerabile limiteaza impactul sau social.
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Ambele instrumente ilustreaza rolul potential al instrumentelor financiare in completarea
lacunelor in cazul in care subventiile sunt insuficiente. Cu toate acestea, vizibilitatea si
atractivitatea lor sunt limitate.

Sprijinul administratiei locale

Unele municipalitati bulgare completeaza programele nationale cu propriile scheme de
stimulare, extinzadnd oportunitatile pentru cetateni. De exemplu, oferind oportunitati pentru
pregdtirea gratuita a documentatiei tehnice (inspectia energetica si tehnica a cladirilor),
instalarea de sisteme fotovoltaice si inlocuirea dispozitivelor de incalzire cu combustibil solid cu
alternative ecologice.

Agentia pentru Asistenta Sociala - agentie executiva de stat subordonata Ministerului Muncii si
Politicii Sociale din Bulgaria, organizeaza si ofera beneficii si servicii sociale grupurilor vulnerabile
din societate. Agentia sprijind gospodariile sarace din punct de vedere energetic, oferind
subventii pentru incilzire. Tn 21 de municipalitéti bulgare cu o calitate slab3 a aerului, cetitenii
care se incalzesc cu combustibil solid (de obicei, gospodariile cele mai sarace si mai vulnerabile)
au posibilitatea de a inlocui vechile sobe cu alternative ecologice noi. in tot mai multe
municipalitati, inclusiv in Plovdiv, incep sa functioneze ,ghisee unice”, care ofera servicii gratuite
de consultanta si formare pentru cetateni in vederea cresterii eficientei energetice.

Instrumente bancare

n general, sectorul bancar ofera o gama largé de optiuni de creditare, dar finantarea specificd
pentru eficienta energetica este limitata. De exemplu, imprumuturi cu dobanda redusa pentru
construirea de sisteme fotovoltaice, imprumuturi ipotecare pentru achizitionarea sau
construirea de locuinte eficiente din punct de vedere energetic.

Banca United Bulgarian a oferit un credit ipotecar pentru locuinte eficiente din punct de vedere
energetic, pentru achizitionare si refinantare, in cazurile in care proprietatea este de clasa
energetica A sau B si cand cerinta obligatorie ca cererea de energie primara sa nu depadseasca
150 kWh/mp, conform unui proiect implementat, a fost indeplinita, la aprobarea creditului rata
dobanzii va fi redusa cu 0,15 %. Trebuie sa prezentati un certificat de performanta energetica
sau o copie a acestuia.

International ASSET Bank a oferit un credit de consum pentru eficienta energetica pentru
achizitionarea de produse eficiente din punct de vedere energetic pentru locuinte, finantarea
renovarilor si imbunatatirilor planificate ale locuintelor, avand in acelasi timp grija de mediu.

Investbank JSC - ofera finantare pentru gospodariile care investesc in energie regenerabila in
cadrul Planului national de redresare si durabilitate. Finantarea se acorda pentru achizitionarea
de echipamente pentru instalatii solare pentru alimentarea cu apa calda menajera si sisteme
fotovoltaice. Cerinta este ca solicitantii sa fi incheiat un acord de grant in cadrul procedurii
»,Schema nationald de sprijinire a gospodariilor in domeniul energiei regenerabile”,
implementata de Ministerul Energiei. Locuinta pentru care se depune cererea trebuie sa fie
resedinta principala a solicitantului, iar o sursa ineficienta de energie termica (soba, cazan,
semineu etc.) trebuie nlocuitd cu combustibil solid (lemn, carbune etc.).
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UniCredit Bulbank a oferit un credit ipotecar verde pentru achizitionarea unei locuinte situate
intr-o cladire cu clasa de eficienta energetica A sau superioard, dovedita printr-o copie a
certificatului de eficienta energetica.

Site-uri pilot in cadrul LIFE ReHABITA: Orasul Plovdiv implementeaza in prezent programul de
renovare energetica a locuintelor in conformitate cu Procedura de Renovare Energetica
Durabila a Fondului Imobiliar Rezidential, cu scheme de subventii de 100 % si 80 %. De
asemenea, municipalitatea gestioneaza inlocuirea vechilor sisteme de incalzire ineficiente pe
combustibili solizi cu noi alternative ecologice. Schema de subventii este de 100 %. Aceste
initiative ofera gospodariilor cu consum redus de energie sansa de a-si reduce cheltuielile cu
utilitatile si de a Tmbunatati eficienta energetica a locuintelor lor. Fondul pentru eficienta
energetica si surse regenerabile ofera imprumuturi cu dobanda redusa (4-5 %) de pana la 3
milioane BGN pe o perioada de 10 ani, cu o coplata minima de 10 %. Acesta sprijind pregadtirea
siimplementarea proiectelor de eficienta energetica. Acesta poate ajuta gospodariile sa acopere
cofinantarea necesara de 20 % in cadrul etapei Il a procedurii de renovare. Desi nu se adreseaza
in mod specific cetatenilor saraci din punct de vedere energetic, fondul poate servi totusi ca
optiune de finantare pentru a indeplini cerintele de cofinantare. incepand cu a doua jumétate a
anului 2026, Fondul social pentru clima din Bulgaria va oferi finantare pentru renovarea
energetica a locuintelor apartinand gospodariilor cu venituri mici, impreuna cu oportunitati de
decarbonizare a sistemelor lor de incalzire.

Concluzii privind Bulgaria

Peisajul finantarii renovarilor din Bulgaria este atat divers, cat si fragmentat, bazandu-se in mare
masura pe programe de subventii de 100 %, alaturi de stimulente pentru energia regenerabil3,
masuri privind calitatea aerului si instrumente de imprumut subutilizate. Desi aceste subventii
au obtinut rezultate rapide in ceea ce priveste adoptarea si vizibilitatea, ele au intarziat
dezvoltarea de solutii de finantare durabile, bazate pe piata, si au creat incertitudine pentru
municipalitati si contractori.

n cadrul proiectului LIFE ReHABITA, Bulgaria demonstreaza importanta elaborarii unor scheme
de sprijin echilibrate, care combina subventii, imprumuturi si asistenta tehnica. REHABITA poate
contribui prin promovarea unor modele care depasesc dependenta de subventii temporare de
100 %. Aceasta abordare va contribui la asigurarea faptului ca gospodariile vulnerabile si excluse
nu sunt lasate in urma, sprijinind Tn acelasi timp aparitia unei piete de renovare echitabile si
functionale in Bulgaria.

4.2 Croatia

in Croatia, oportunititile de finantare pentru renovarea locuintelor rdman limitate in
comparatie cu Europa de Vest, dar s-au extins treptat in ultimul deceniu. Principalele surse de
finantare sunt programele nationale gestionate de Fondul pentru Protectia Mediului si Eficienta
Energetica (FPMEE) si Ministerul Planificarii Fizice, Constructiilor si Patrimoniului de Stat,
completate de fonduri UE si, din ce in ce mai mult, de instrumente financiare private oferite de
banci. Desi continuitatea programelor a fost uneori afectata de decizii politice, Croatia a creat o
baza de scheme de sprijin pentru case familiale, cladiri cu mai multe apartamente, renovarea
patrimoniului cultural si masuri care vizeaza saracia energetica. Administratiile locale joaca, de
asemenea, un rol din ce in ce mai important, oferind cofinantare, in timp ce mai multe banci
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comerciale au introdus produse de creditare avantajoase pentru a sprijini cetatenii in finantarea
renovarii locuintelor lor.

Programe nationale si cereri publice

- Programul de renovare a caselor familiale (2014-2020, prelungit)

Programul, finantat de FPMEE, sprijina renovarea energetica a caselor unifamiliale cu subventii
care acopera o parte semnificativa din costurile de investitie. Cererile de propuneri publice au
fost publicate Th mod regulat incepand cu 2015, inclusiv in anii 2015, 2016, 2018, 2020, 2021,
2022, 2023 si 2025..

Tn 2020, a fost lansatd o cerere de propuneri publici dedicati in mod special cetitenilor expusi
riscului de saracie energetica, pentru finantarea renovarii energetice a locuintelor familiale cu
performante energetice slabe (clasa D sau mai slaba in Croatia continentala si clasa C sau mai
slaba in Croatia de coasta), cu un buget total de 4,24 milioane EUR.

Subventiile acordate Tn cadrul cererilor publice acopera de obicei pana la 60 % din costurile
eligibile, in functie de amploarea economiilor de energie realizate. 80 % sunt oferite
gospodariilor afectate de doua cutremure in Croatia. Programul este foarte popular in randul
cetatenilor. Desi cererile sunt adesea anuntate ca fiind deschise pana la epuizarea fondurilor
disponibile — sugerand uneori o perioada de depunere a cererilor mai lunga — in practica,
fondurile se epuizeaza de obicei in doar cateva ore de la deschidere, deoarece multi cetateni
depun cereri chiar in prima zi. Aceasta experienta evidentiaza necesitatea unor cereri mai
stabile, previzibile si recurente, care sa permita cetatenilor si contractorilor sa planifice mai
eficient proiectele de renovare. LIFE ReHABITA joaca un rol important in furnizarea de
indrumare, asistenta tehnica si servicii de consultanta financiara cetatenilor care navigheaza pe
aceste cereri publice..

- Programul de renovare a cladirilor cu mai multe apartamente (2021-2030)

Primul program - Programul de renovare a clddirilor cu mai multe apartamente (2014-2020),
implementat Tn cadrul Programului operational Competitivitate si coeziune 2014-2020, a
sprijinit renovarea completa a cladirilor cu mai multe apartamente. Finantarea a acoperit izolatia
termica, inlocuirea ferestrelor, modernizarea sistemelor de incalzire si, Tn unele cazuri,
consolidarea seismic. Noul program al Ministerului Planificarii Fizice, Constructiilor si
Patrimoniului de Stat se bazeaza pe perioada anterioara si este finantat din bugetul UE si din
bugetul national. Acesta vizeaza alinierea la strategia de renovare pe termen lung, cu obiective
care se extind pana in 2030.

Apelurile la propuneri sunt lansate treptat, dar punerea in aplicare se confrunta in continuare
cu provocadri in ceea ce priveste capacitatea administrativa si pregatirea proiectelor. De
asemenea, cetatenii si asociatiile de locatari au nevoie de servicii de consultanta accesibile
pentru a putea profita de oportunitati. LIFE ReHABITA poate acoperi aceasta lacuna cu
indrumare financiara, tehnica si organizationala prin intermediul OSS.

n cadrul noului program activ, au fost lansate periodic mai multe apeluri incepand din 2022,
care acopera diferite tipuri de cladiri cu mai multe apartamente si nevoi de renovare. Prima
cerere de propuneri din 2022 viza cladirile neafectate de cutremure si sprijinea renovari
profunde integrate. in anul urmator, 2023, o cerere de propuneri specifici s-a concentrat pe
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cladirile afectate de cutremure, asigurand renovari cuprinzatoare care abordau atat eficienta
energetica, cat si siguranta structurala. Cofinantarea renovarilor energetice integrale, profunde
si cuprinzatoare a fost stabilita la 60 %, in timp ce cladirile afectate de cutremurul din 2020 au
beneficiat de o subventie de pana la 80 %. Tn 2024, a fost lansatd o cerere publicd pentru cladirile
cu mai multe apartamente, continuand s3 sprijine renovérile energetice profunde. in ansamblu,
cererile au abordat o varietate de tipuri de cladiri si masuri de renovare, inclusiv imbunatatiri
ale eficientei energetice, integrarea energiei din surse regenerabile si masuri de imbunatatire a
sigurantei si a conditiilor interioare.

- Programul de combatere a saraciei energetice, care include utilizarea surselor
regenerabile de energie in cladirile rezidentiale din zonele subventionate si din zonele
aflate sub ingrijirea speciala a statului, pentru perioada pana in 2025.

Acest program se concentreaza pe reducerea saraciei energetice si imbunatatirea conditiilor de
viata ale locuitorilor care nu pot cofinanta reparatiile necesare, in special masurile de eficienta
energetica. Programul vizeaza 387 de cladiri rezidentiale gestionate de Oficiul Central de Stat
pentru Reconstructie si Locuinte. Cu o alocare totalda de 19,9 milioane de euro, initiativa
finanteaza renovarea energetica si instalarea de surse de energie regenerabild, in conformitate
cu decizia guvernamentala adoptata la 23 decembrie 2021. Acest program national reprezinta o
abordare sensibila din punct de vedere social si tintitd a saraciei energetice, concentrandu-se pe
populatiile vulnerabile din zonele asistate si regiunile de interes special pentru stat, care sunt de
obicei excluse din schemele standard de cofinantare. Tn 2022 a fost lansat& o singura cerere de
propuneri— Cerere publica — Reducerea saraciei energetice in zonele asistate si zonele de interes
special pentru stat, iar 56 de cladiri sunt in prezent renovate sau in curs de renovare. Orasul
Gospi¢ (partener LIFE Rehabita) este unul dintre locurile care au obtinut finantare pentru
cladirile sale.

- Programul de renovare a patrimoniului cultural (pana in 2030)

Croatia a introdus un program dedicat renovarii cladirilor din patrimoniul cultural, asigurand ca
structurile protejate pot fi modernizate din punct de vedere al eficientei energetice, pastrandu-
si Tn acelasi timp valoarea istorica. Programul se deruleaza pana in 2030, cu o singura cerere de
propuneri deschisa in 2023 pentru moment.

Sprijinul administratiei locale

Mai multe municipalitati si orase din Croatia completeaza programele nationale cu propriile
scheme de stimulare, extinzand astfel gama de oportunitati disponibile pentru cetateni.
Majoritatea schemelor ofereau cofinantare partiala, acordand adesea prioritate imbunatatirii
clasei energetice, instalatiilor solare sau masurilor de izolare. Tema dominanta a fost
promovarea sistemelor de energie regenerabila (de exemplu, energie solara, biomasa, pompe
de caldura), in timp ce un numar mai mic de cereri se refereau la renovarea anvelopei cladirilor,
documentatia tehnica si instalarea echipamentelor.

Orasul KriZevci s-a impus ca pionier in tranzitia energetica locala, oferind sprijin financiar direct
gospodariilor sarace din punct de vedere energetic. Mai recent, orasul Gospi¢ a lansat o cerere
publica de finantare a certificatelor energetice pentru gospodariile sarace din punct de vedere
energetic.
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Pentru ReHABITA, aceasta reprezintd o oportunitate clara: actionand ca un centru de
consultanta centralizat, proiectul poate asigura ca cetatenii din toata Croatia nu numai ca sunt
informati cu privire la aceste programe locale, ci si ca sunt indrumati in procesul de depunere a
cererilor, maximizand astfel utilizarea fondurilor disponibile..

Instrumente bancare

Pe langa programele publice, mai multe banci din Croatia au introdus linii de credit specializate
destinate sa sprijine investitiile in eficienta energetica si energia regenerabila. Banca PBZ, de
exemplu, ofera ,credit Energo” atat cetatenilor individuali, cat si asociatiilor de locatari, acesta
servind adesea ca instrument complementar subventiilor acordate de Fondul pentru Protectia
Mediului si Eficienta Energetica (FPMEE). in mod similar, OTP Bank a dezvoltat ,Sun¢ani kredit”
(fTmprumutul insorit), un produs financiar adaptat special pentru sistemele solare fotovoltaice,
cu rate de dobanda si conditii de rambursare favorabile, care il fac accesibil pentru gospodarii.
Aceste instrumente bancare joaca un rol esential in acoperirea deficitului financiar care ramane
dupa alocarea subventiilor, asigurand finantarea integrala a proiectelor de renovare. Pentru
ReHABITA, astfel de instrumente subliniaza importanta combindrii sprijinului public cu
finantarea privata, permitand astfel cetatenilor si asociatiilor de locuinte sa obtina pachete
financiare cuprinzatoare pentru initiativele lor de renovare..

Site-uri pilot in cadrul LIFE ReHABITA:

Orasul Gospi¢ serveste ca zona pilot in cadrul proiectului LIFE ReHabita. Orasul utilizeaza in
prezent un program de finantare cu subventie de 100% - Programul de combatere a saraciei
energetice, care include utilizarea surselor de energie regenerabila in cladirile rezidentiale din
zonele subventionate si din zonele aflate sub ingrijire speciala a statului pentru perioada pana
in 2025.

De asemenea, in 2025 sau 2026 va fi lansata o noua cerere publica pentru renovarea energetica
a caselor familiale sarace din punct de vedere energetic. Acest nou program va oferi, de
asemenea, finantare 100% pentru gospodariile sarace din punct de vedere energetic. Astfel,
orasul Gospi¢ si DOOR pregatesc, in cadrul proiectului Life Rehabita, documentatia tehnica
pentru renovarea energetica a caselor familiale si a gospodariilor sarace din punct de vedere
energetic.

Se preconizeaza cd ambele programe (case unifamiliale si cladiri cu mai multe apartamente) vor
continua in cadrul noului Plan Social privind Clima, astfel cum a anuntat Guvernul Croatiei. In
cadrul acestui plan viitor, accentul se va extinde dincolo de cladirile cu mai multe apartamente
— care sunt in prezent n centrul atentiei proiectului LIFE ReHabita — pentru a include si casele
unifamiliale, adresandu-se astfel unui numar mai mare de gospodarii cu consum redus de
energie.

n cadrul proiectului LIFE ReHabita, orasul Gospi¢ elaboreazd o foaie de parcurs care va pune
accentul pe gospodariile cu consum redus de energie din cladirile cu mai multe apartamente si
casele unifamiliale. Pe baza informatiilor actuale, Planul Social privind Clima va viza probabil
atat cladirile cu mai multe apartamente, cat si casele unifamiliale. Prin urmare, orasul Gospic
isi elaboreaza strategia financiara pentru a se alinia la aceste doua programe nationale finantate
integral, ambele concepute pentru a sprijini gospodariile cu consum redus de energie.
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n plus, se preconizeazé c& Planul Social privind Clima va include sprijin pentru dezvoltarea si
functionarea ghiseelor unice (0SS) — puncte de servicii locale care ajuta cetatenii sa navigheze
prin programele de renovare energeticd. Prin aceasta abordare, Gospi¢ intentioneaza sa
integreze biroul ReHABITA in viitorul cadru financiar si operational al Planului climatic social,
asigurand continuitatea si extinderea eforturilor locale de tranzitie energetica.

Concluzii privind Croatia

Croatia a instituit o serie de programe pentru renovarea locuintelor, de la case unifamiliale la
cladiri cu mai multe apartamente si patrimoniu cultural, vizand n acelasi timp si sdracia
energetic. In ciuda acestor evolutii pozitive, riman incd unele provocéri — apelurile sunt adesea
neregulate, suprasolicitate si exigente din punct de vedere administrativ. Sprijinul administratiei
locale si instrumentele bancare sunt din ce in ce mai importante, dar fragmentate.

n cadrul proiectului LIFE ReHABITA, Croatia demonstreazd atat potentialul, cat si lacunele: pe
de o parte, interesul puternic al cetatenilor si instrumentele disponibile, iar pe de alta parte,
nevoia de stabilitate, previzibilitate si sprijin consultativ. O perspectiva pe termen lung,
combinatd cu integrarea mecanismelor financiare locale si private, va fi esentialda pentru
extinderea renovarii locuintelor in intreaga tara.

4.3 Letonia

Letonia a dezvoltat un set diversificat de instrumente financiare pentru a sprijini renovarea
cladirilor rezidentiale, combinand reduceri de capital, imprumuturi preferentiale si cofinantare
din partea UE pentru modernizarea sistemelor de incalzire. Tn timp ce unele programe s-au
incheiat deja, altele sunt inca in derulare si continua sa ofere oportunitati substantiale pentru
imbunatatirea eficientei energetice atat in cladirile cu mai multe apartamente, cat si in cele
unifamiliale. Aceste initiative vizeaza nu numai reducerea consumului de energie si a emisiilor
de CO,, ci si imbunatatirea conditiilor de viata, modernizarea infrastructurii Tnvechite si
abordarea problemelor legate de calitatea aerului.

Pentru proiectul LIFE ReHABITA, Letonia reprezinta un caz valoros in care institutiile financiare
sustinute de stat si fondurile UE sunt mobilizate in mod eficient pentru a stimula renovarea
profunda, cu mecanisme care combind asistenta tehnicd, imprumuturile si subventiile.
Principalele provocari rdman asigurarea adoptarii de catre proprietarii de locuinte si sprijinirea
gospodariilor vulnerabile in indeplinirea cerintelor de cofinantare.

Rolul ALTUM

Institutia financiara de stat ALTUM joaca un rol central in finantarea renovarilor in Letonia.
Programul sau de Eficienta Energetica, acum inchis, oferea reduceri de capital de 40-50 % pentru
proiectele care realizau economii de energie primara de cel putin 30 %. Acest instrument a jucat
un rol important in stimularea renovarii profunde a cladirilor de apartamente, desi a necesitat o
organizare puternica din partea asociatiilor de proprietari.

Actualul Program de Eficienta Energetica pentru cladiri de apartamente 2021-2027 continua
activitatea ALTUM, oferind Tmprumuturi direct sau prin banci comerciale, garantate de stat.
Dupa finalizarea proiectului si verificarea economiilor de energie realizate, se acorda reduceri
de capital de 40-50 % din costurile eligibile. Sunt disponibile bonusuri suplimentare pentru
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proiectele care utilizeaza panouri prefabricate din lemn sau pentru grupuri de cladiri care se
renoveaza Impreuna. Schema acoperda, de asemenea, proiecte din regiunea Latgale (partea de
est a Letoniei) cu praguri mai mici de economisire a energiei, asigurand echilibrul teritorial in
ceea ce priveste adoptarea renovarilor. Aceasta abordare reflecta un design sofisticat, care leaga
direct stimulentele financiare de performanta obtinuta si de solutiile inovatoare de constructie.

ALTUM ofera si imprumutul pentru renovarea cladirilor de apartamente, care asigura finantare
flexibila la o rata a dobanzii anuala de 3,9 %, cu perioade de rambursare de pana la 20 de ani.
Spre deosebire de programul de eficienta energetica, acest imprumut acopera o gama mai larga
de lucrari, de la izolatia exterioara si sistemele de inginerie pana la amenajarea peisajului,
locurile de joaca, iluminatul cu LED si costurile de gestionare a proiectului. Prin faptul ca permite
imbunatatiri care depasesc performanta energetica, acesta sprijind modernizarea cuprinzatoare
a mediului de viata.

Pentru LIFE ReHABITA, ALTUM demonstreaza modul in care institutiile financiare de stat pot
servi ca ghisee unice teoretice, combinand produsele financiare cu sprijinul pentru pregatirea
proiectelor, cum ar fi auditurile energetice, studiile tehnice si asistenta pentru documentare.
Singura diferentd majora pentru ghiseele unice este implicarea lor directa obisnuita in
comunicarea cu utilizatorii finali; in acest caz, ALTUM comunica numai cu persoanele
mandatate, ceea ce este prea departe de procesul de luare a deciziilor.

Programul de modernizare a sistemului de incalzire

Agentia Centrala de Finantare si Contractare (ACFC) gestioneaza un program complementar axat
pe inlocuirea sistemelor de incalzire casnice invechite, sustinut prin cofinantare FEDR de 50-95
%. Interventiile eligibile includ instalarea de diferite tipuri de pompe de cadldura, cazane pe peleti,
panouri solare si racorduri la sisteme centralizate de incalzire. Prin vizarea gospodariilor care
incd depind de carbune, turba sau biomasa ineficientd, programul reduce emisiile de PM2,5,
imbunatateste calitatea aerului si reduce costurile energetice.

Este important de mentionat ca criteriile de eligibilitate garanteaza ca cladirile sprijinite ating
cel putin clasa de eficientd energetica E si ca instalatiile raman la o scara adecvata (sub 50 kW).
Schema se aplica caselor unifamiliale, caselor semi-detasate si caselor in sir, precum si cladirilor
de apartamente mai mici, acoperind astfel un segment larg al fondului de locuinte.

Pentru LIFE REHABITA, acest program ilustreaza modul in care obiectivele privind calitatea
aerului si clima pot fi abordate simultan prin cofinantarea tintita a sistemelor de incalzire mai
curate.

Provocari si oportunitati

Peisajul finantarii renovarilor din Letonia este relativ avansat, dar punerea in aplicare continua
sa se confrunte cu obstacole. Luarea deciziilor colective in cladirile cu mai multe apartamente
poate intarzia proiectele, in timp ce obligatiile de cofinantare raman dificile pentru unele
gospodarii. Cresterea costurilor de constructie exercitda, de asemenea, presiune asupra
bugetelor proiectelor. Pe de alta parte, sprijinul institutional puternic din partea ALTUM si ACFC,
combinat cu reduceri mari de capital si conditii flexibile de Tmprumut, ofera un cadru solid
pentru extinderea renovarilor. Merita mentionat faptul ca utilizatorii finali sunt obisnuiti cu
sprijinul constant sub forma de subventii, ceea ce nu se dovedeste a fi cea mai durabila
modalitate de dezvoltare semnificativa si de obtinere a unor rezultate rentabile. Prin urmare,
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este necesar sa se elaboreze programe mai stabile, care sa se bazeze pe conditii de finantare
mai ieftine si pe perioade mai lungi de 20 de ani, pentru a elimina programele de subventii, care
sunt principalii factori ai fluctuatiilor pietei si ai inflatiei costurilor de constructie.

Locuri pilot in cadrul LIFE ReHABITA: Principalele mecanisme de finantare prevazute pentru
aceste renovari sunt instrumentele sustinute de stat furnizate prin ALTUM, institutia nationala
de finantare a dezvoltarii. S-a prevazut ca proiectele de renovare din municipalitatea Saldus sa
utilizeze Tn principal Programul de eficienta energetica pentru cladiri de apartamente 2021-2027
al ALTUM, care combina imprumuturi preferentiale cu reduceri de capital de 40-50 % la
realizarea unei economii de energie primara de cel putin 30 %. In prezent, alocarea in cadrul
programului 2021-2027 este rezervatad in totalitate si nu se stie inca daca vor fi disponibile
finantari suplimentare prin acest program. Cu toate acestea, se afld in curs de elaborare o
finantare suplimentara prin Mecanismul de Redresare si Rezilienta (MRR).

Concluzii privind Letonia

Letonia a creat un ecosistem solid pentru finantarea renovarilor, avand in centrul sau ALTUM,
care ofera atat reduceri de capital legate de economiile de energie, cat siimprumuturi pe termen
lung pentru renovari, completate de programe finantate din FEDR pentru incalzire ecologica.
Tmpreund, aceste instrumente abordeaza dimensiunile cheie ale renovirii: eficienta energetics,
reducerea emisiilor, confortul si calitatea vietii urbane. Pentru programele viitoare, este esential
sa se introduca un sprijin mai mare pentru gospodariile vulnerabile.

Pentru proiectul LIFE ReHABITA, Letonia ofera un model de aliniere a institutiilor financiare
nationale si a fondurilor UE pentru a furniza atat finantare, cat si asistenta tehnica, asigurandu-
se ca proiectele de renovare sunt nu numai fezabile din punct de vedere financiar, ci si viabile
din punct de vedere tehnic. Consolidarea activitatilor de informare a gospodariilor vulnerabile
si sprijinirea proceselor decizionale in asociatiile de proprietari vor fi esentiale pentru a debloca
in continuare potentialul de renovare al tarii.

4.4 Romania

Tn Romania, oportunititile de finantare pentru renovarea clidirilor rezidentiale si publice sunt
relativ bine dezvoltate, bazandu-se pe o combinatie de programe nationale, fonduri UE si
initiative locale. Accentul se pune pe imbunatatirea eficientei energetice si reducerea saraciei
energetice, instrumentele cheie incluzand Planul National de Redresare si Rezilienta (PNRR),
Programele Operationale Regionale si Administratia Fondului pentru Mediu (AFM). Aceste
scheme sunt completate de investitii private, imprumuturi bancare si modele de finantare
inovatoare, cum ar fi contractele ESCO, desi aplicarea lor in sectorul rezidential rdmane limitata.

Pentru proiectul LIFE ReHABITA, Romania ilustreaza un context in care sprijinul institutional este
amplu si divers, dar inca se confrunta cu provocari legate de procesul decizional colectiv in
cladirile cu mai multe apartamente, mecanismele de finantare privata subdezvoltate si costurile
crescande de constructie.

Programe nationale si regionale

Cel maiimportant instrument care sustine in prezent renovarea in Romania este Planul National
de Redresare si Rezilienta (PNRR), care ofera subventii substantiale pentru renovarea profunda

a cladirilor cu mai multe apartamente si a facilitatilor publice. Masurile includ, de obicei, izolarea
termica, modernizarea sistemelor de incalzire si integrarea surselor de energie regenerabild, cu
scopul de a reduce consumul de energie si costurile gospodariilor. Desi fondurile UE acopera o
mare parte din investitii, este necesara cofinantarea din partea proprietarilor de apartamente,
ceea ce creeaza adesea dificultati in blocurile cu o pondere mare de gospodarii vulnerabile.

Programele Operationale Regionale (POR) 2014-2020 au jucat, de asemenea, un rol crucial in
finantarea renovarii si a modernizarii eficientei energetice. Acestea au vizat atat cladirile publice
(scoli, spitale, centre culturale, birouri administrative), cat si blocurile de locuinte cu mai multe
apartamente, sprijinind izolarea, sistemele inteligente de gestionare a energiei si integrarea
energiei regenerabile. Noile programe regionale pentru perioada 2021-2027, precum Programul
regional Muntenia de Sud, continuda aceasta abordare, punand accentul pe reducerea
consumului de energie, reducerea emisiilor de CO, si sprijinirea obiectivelor Pactului Verde
European. Pentru REHABITA, aceste programe subliniazd importanta sprijinului tehnic si
financiar acordat municipalitatilor si cetatenilor, asigurandu-se ca resursele disponibile se traduc
in proiecte de succes.

Rolul administratiei Fondului pentru mediu (AFM))

AFM a devenit un actor cheie in facilitarea investitiilor directe ale gospodariilor in eficienta
energetica si energia regenerabila. Programele sale finanteaza lucrari de izolare, modernizarea
sistemelor de incalzire si instalarea de sisteme solare termice si fotovoltaice. Programul Casa
Verde Fotovoltaice a fost deosebit de popular, in special in perioada 2022-2023, cand cresterea
preturilor la energie si inflatia au stimulat interesul pentru solutii regenerabile la nivel de
gospodarie. Desi subventiile acopera o parte semnificativa din costurile de investitie, proprietarii
de case sunt adesea obligati sa finanteze partea ramasa din economii personale sau Tmprumuturi
bancare..

Capital privat si modele inovatoare

Spre deosebire de Bulgaria, unde dependenta de programele de subventii 100% a incetinit
dezvoltarea unei piete functionale, Romania pune un accent mai mare pe contributiile private.
in cladirile cu mai multe apartamente, cofinantarea de citre asociatiile de proprietari este
obligatorie, ceea ce creeaza bariere in comunitatile defavorizate, dar, in acelasi timp, deschide
oportunitati pentru combinarea subventiilor publice cu capitalul privat.

Modelul ESCO si contractele de performanta energetica sunt disponibile din punct de vedere
legal in conformitate cu legislatia romana, insa utilizarea lor rdmane limitata in principal la
sectorul public. Tn sectorul rezidential, structurile de proprietate fragmentate, gradul limitat de
constientizare si neincrederea in contractele pe termen lung au impiedicat adoptarea pe scara
mai larga a acestora. Cu toate acestea, proiectele-pilot sprijinite de organizatii internationale au
demonstrat un potential puternic, cu economii garantate intre 25 % si 40 %. Extinderea acestor
modele va necesita simplificarea cadrului juridic si campanii de sensibilizare tintite.

De asemenea, incep sa apara initiative la nivel comunitar. Comunitatile energetice si modelele
cooperative, promovate in conformitate cu directivele UE, se dezvolta incet in Romania, oferind
gospodariilor un cadru pentru investitii colective Tn generarea de energie din surse regenerabile
si masuri de eficienta energetica. Desi se afla inca in faza incipienta, aceste initiative pot deveni
instrumente valoroase pentru reducerea costurilor de renovare prin actiuni comune.
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Provocari si conditii de piata

Eforturile de renovare din Romania se confrunta cu mai multe provocari structurale. Cresterea
costurilor fortei de munca si a materialelor de constructie intre 2021 si 2023 a sporit povara
financiara asupra gospodariilor, in timp ce preturile volatile ale energiei au intensificat interesul
pentru eficientd si energie regenerabil3. in clddirile cu mai multe apartamente, cerinta de luare
a deciziilor colective in conformitate cu legea condominiului intarzie adesea proiectele,
deoarece majoritatea proprietarilor trebuie sa aprobe lucrarile de renovare. Acest lucru creeaza
blocaje, in special in cladirile cu venituri mixte cu locatari vulnerabili.

Site-uri pilot in cadrul LIFE ReHABITA: Unul dintre mecanismele de finantare destinate renovarii
energetice in site-urile pilot locale este Programul regional Muntenia de Sud 2021-2027,
Prioritatea 2 — O regiune ecologica cu orase durabile.

Programul regional Muntenia de Sud 2021-2027 are ca obiectiv central dezvoltarea echilibrata
si durabila a regiunii.

Tn cadrul Prioritatii 2 — ,O regiune cu orase ecologice”, accentul se pune pe reducerea
consumului de energie, imbunatatirea calitatii vietii si sprijinirea tranzitiei catre o economie cu

emisii reduse de carbon.

Obiectivul este de a promova eficienta energetica si de a reduce emisiile de gaze cu efect de sera
prin investitii Tn cladiri rezidentiale multifamiliale si cladiri publice.

Obiectivul specific RSO 2.1 — Promovarea eficientei energetice si reducerea emisiilor de gaze cu
efect de sera vizeaza:

e imbunatatirea performantei energetice a cladirilor
e reducerea pierderilor de energie

® promovarea surselor de energie regenerabile si a solutiilor inteligente de gestionare a
energiei

e contributia la obiectivele Pactului verde european si la neutralitatea climatica.
Aceasta operatiune finanteaza proiecte care implica

e reabilitarea termica a cladirilor publice (scoli, spitale, institutii administrative, centre
culturale etc.),

e modernizarea sistemelor de incalzire/racire si trecerea la echipamente eficiente din
punct de vedere energetic,

e instalarea de panouri solare/fotovoltaice sau alte surse de energie regenerabila,
e sisteme inteligente de gestionare a energiei (BMS — sistem de gestionare a cladirilor)

e inlocuirea corpurilor de iluminat cu solutii LED eficiente din punct de vedere energetic,
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e |ucrari de imbunatatire a calitatii aerului interior si a confortului termic.

Un alt mecanism de finantare destinat renovarii energetice se bazeaza pe Planul National de
Redresare si Rezilienta, Componenta 5 — Valul de renovari, care include si renovarea energetica
moderatd sau extinsa a cladirilor.

Ultimul mecanism de finantare, dar nu cel mai putin important, care poate fi inclus ca
oportunitate de reducere a costurilor si de crestere a independentei energetice locale, este
Fondul de Modernizare - Autoconsum din surse regenerabile pentru entitati publice, o noua
oportunitate de finantare pentru autoritatile si institutiile publice interesate sa investeasca in
productia de energie verde pentru autoconsum, care va fi disponibila in viitorul apropiat. Apelul
vizeaza modernizarea infrastructurii energetice a sectorului public prin instalarea de panouri
fotovoltaice si sisteme de stocare, contribuind astfel la reducerea costurilor si la cresterea
independentei energetice locale.

Concluzii pentru Romania

Romania a creat un peisaj diversificat de instrumente de finantare pentru renovarea cladirilor
rezidentiale si publice, combinand subventii sustinute de UE, scheme nationale si initiative locale
cu capital privat. PNRR si programele regionale ofera o baza institutionala solida, in timp ce AFM
faciliteaza investitiile la nivel de gospodarie. Cu toate acestea, provocarile raman: proprietatea
fragmentata in blocurile de apartamente, aplicarea limitata a modelelor ESCO in sectorul
rezidential si costurile initiale ridicate continua sa limiteze adoptarea renovarilor.

Pentru proiectul LIFE ReHABITA, Romania reprezinta atat o oportunitate, cat si o provocare. Pe
de o parte, exista un sprijin institutional si financiar puternic; pe de alta parte, exista o nevoie
clara de asistenta tehnicd, financiara si organizationala pentru a ajuta gospodariile si asociatiile
sa navigheze prin cerintele de cofinantare, sa implice grupurile vulnerabile si sa exploreze
modele inovatoare, cum ar fi contractele ESCO si comunitatile energetice. Prin eliminarea
acestor lacune, REHABITA poate contribui la deblocarea unui potential mai mare de renovare si
la asigurarea unei tranzitii energetice mai echitabile si mai incluzive in Romania.

4.5 Spania

n Spania, si in special in orasul Lorca (regiunea Murcia), programele de renovare sunt strans
legate de obiectivele Planului de redresare, transformare si rezilienta al UE, finantat prin
instrumentul NextGenerationEU. Granturile si subventiile sunt principalul mecanism de
sprijinire a renovarii cladirilor rezidentiale si publice, cu accent pe cresterea eficientei
energetice, reducerea saraciei energetice si promovarea dezvoltarii urbane durabile. Masurile
complementare, cum ar fi initiativele finantate de FEDR, strategiile locale integrate si planurile
de locuinte la nivel municipal, creeazd un cadru multistratificat care abordeaza nu numai
renovarea energetica, ci si coeziunea sociald, adaptarea la schimbarile climatice si locuintele la
preturi accesibile.

Pentru proiectul LIFE REHABITA, Spania ofera un caz valoros de integrare: programe de renovare
la scara larga sustinute de UE, completate de actiuni urbane inovatoare, strategii municipale si
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masuri nationale specifice in domeniul locuintelor, toate acestea creand oportunitati de sinergii
si replicare.

Programe nationale si ale UE

Baza finantarii renovarilor in Spania este Decretul Regal 853/2021, care reglementeaza
programele de reabilitare rezidentiala si de locuinte sociale Tn cadrul Planului de redresare,
transformare si rezilienta. Finantat prin NextGenerationEU, acest instrument canalizeaza
aproximativ 140 de miliarde de euro catre Spania sub forma de granturi si imprumuturi, o parte
substantiald din aceasta suma fiind alocata renovarii cladirilor. Una dintre masurile emblematice
este ,,Programul de ajutor pentru actiuni de reabilitare la nivel de cartier”, conceput pentru a
sprijini lucrarile comune de renovare in zone preponderent rezidentiale, inclusiv case
unifamiliale si blocuri de apartamente. Tn cadrul acestor ,Mediile de reabilitare rezidentiald
programate” (ERRP), proiectele pot include si reamenajarea spatiilor publice, reflectdnd o
abordare holistica a regenerarii urbane.

Cadrul NextGenerationEU depaseste renovarea tehnica: acesta vizeaza repararea daunelor
socio-economice cauzate de criza COVID-19, stimularea tranzitiei ecologice si digitale si
consolidarea coeziunii sociale si teritoriale. in Lorca, fondurile au fost mobilizate prin intermediul
Comunitatii autonome din regiunea Murcia, beneficiarii fiind persoane fizice, asociatii de
proprietari, municipalitati si intreprinderi. Pentru REHABITA, acest mecanism este deosebit de
relevant, deoarece ofera baza financiara pentru masuri de renovare profunda care reduc
emisiile si imbunatatesc calitatea locuintelor, in special pentru familiile vulnerabile.

Actiuni urbane inovatoare: NatUR-W

Lorca a devenit, de asemenea, un teren de testare pentru regenerarea urbana inovatoare prin
cadrul Actiunilor inovatoare ale UE. Proiectul NatUR-W vizeaza Th mod specific provocarile legate
de saracia energetica, schimbarile climatice si deficitul de apa. Acesta introduce solutii bazate
pe naturd, cum ar fi peretii verzi realizati din materiale reciclate, izolatia imbunatatita a cladirilor
publice si crearea de noi zone verzi care actioneaza ca adaposturi bioclimatice. Prin combinarea
imbunatatirilor in materie de eficienta energetica cu proiectarea urbana ecologica, proiectul nu
numai cd imbunatateste conditiile de viata ale locuitorilor din locuintele sociale, dar si
regenereaza centrul istoric si sporeste rezilienta urbana.

Pentru REHABITA, NatUR-W ilustreaza modul in care renovarea poate fi integrata in strategii de
adaptare mai ample, integrand dimensiunile de mediu, sociale si culturale.

Strategii locale integrate

La nivel local, EDIL — Strategii integrate de dezvoltare locala — reprezinta o evolutie a Strategiilor
integrate de dezvoltare urbana durabil3 (ISDS) din Spania, finantate prin resurse FEDR. in Lorca,
EDIL implica investitii de aproximativ 14 milioane de euro in peste 30 de initiative, axate pe
revitalizarea centrului urban, Tmbunatatirea serviciilor publice si modernizarea infrastructurii.
Este important de mentionat ca include masuri specifice pentru renovarea energetica a cladirilor
publice, cum ar fi primaria, scolile primare si institutiile culturale.

Desi finantarea este uneori neregulatd, EDIL demonstreaza modul in care politica de coeziune a
UE poate fi canalizata catre proiecte localizate si integrate, eficienta energetica fiind pozitionata
alaturi de regenerarea economica, culturala si sociala.
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Programe de locuinte

Cadrul national al planului de locuinte joaca, de asemenea, un rol important in Lorca, unde
Consiliul Local colaboreaza cu compania publica Suvilor pentru a implementa programe de
locuinte pentru tineri si initiative de renovare in centrul istoric. Planul national pentru accesul la
locuinte 2022-2025 combina masuri de sprijin pentru inchiriere, dezvoltarea de locuinte la
preturi accesibile si renovarea energetica a fondului existent, finantate partial prin fondurile
NextGenerationEU. La nivel municipal, subventiile pentru renovare vizeaza Tmbunatatirea
performantei energetice, abordand in acelasi timp excluziunea sociala prin sprijinirea accesului
la locuinte de calitate pentru tineri si grupuri vulnerabile.

Pentru REHABITA, aceste programe subliniaza importanta corelarii masurilor de renovare cu
politici sociale si de locuinte mai ample, asigurandu-se ca imbunatatirile in materie de eficienta
energetica beneficiaza in mod direct persoanele cele mai expuse riscului de saracie energetica.

Site-uri pilot in cadrul LIFE ReHABITA: Cazul pilot din Spania se bazeaza pe un grup de cladiri. O
cladire mai mare cu 52 de locuinte, o alta cu doar 3 locuinte si un grup de locuinte unifamiliale.
Investitiile sunt finantate prin Planul national pentru locuinte, care este finantat din fondurile
Next Generation si gestionat de municipalitatea din Lorca.

Concluzii privind Spania

Spania a dezvoltat un cadru de finantare cuprinzator si stratificat pentru renovare, combinand
instrumentele NextGenerationEU la scara larga cu proiecte inovatoare precum NatUR-W,
strategii de dezvoltare locald in cadrul FEDR si programe municipale de locuinte. Impreund,
aceste initiative abordeaza sdracia energeticd, adaptarea la schimbarile climatice, regenerarea
urbana si coeziunea sociala.

Spania demonstreazd valoarea integrarii renovarii in agende politice mai ample. in timp ce
programele nationale ofera un sprijin financiar puternic, actiunile locale si inovatoare asigura ca
renovarea contribuie, de asemenea, la calitatea vietii, rezilienta si incluziune. Sprijinul
consultativ si de coordonare ramane esential pentru a maximiza adoptarea, in special pentru
gospodariile vulnerabile, dar cadrul general ofera un potential puternic de replicare si transfer
de cunostinte in intreaga Europa.
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5. Analize comparative

Analizand cele cinci contexte nationale — Bulgaria, Croatia, Letonia, Romania si Spania — devine
clar ca toate tarile recunosc renovarea atat ca o necesitate ecologica, cat si ca o provocare
sociala. Renovarea nuinseamna doar atingerea neutralitatii climatice, ci si imbunatatirea calitatii
vietii, combaterea saraciei energetice si sprijinirea economiilor locale. Cu toate acestea, in ciuda
acestei recunoasteri comune, modul in care este conceput si acordat sprijinul financiar variaza
substantial. Aceste variatii reflecta traditii politice, capacitati institutionale, structuri
administrative si realitati de piata diferite. Prin urmare, comparatia releva atat punctele
comune, cat si divergentele care sunt esentiale pentru a intelege unde pot fi create sinergii si
unde sunt necesare abordari personalizate.

Un prim punct de convergentd il reprezinta rolul central al finantirii UE. Tn toate cele cinci
contexte, instrumentele europene constituie coloana vertebrald a finantarii renovdrilor. n
Bulgaria, Croatia, Romania si Spania, planurile de redresare si rezilienta (RRP) canalizeaza
volume fira precedent de resurse citre programele de renovare. In Letonia, Fondul european
de dezvoltare regionala sustine initiativele de finantare regional3, in timp ce Croatia continua sa
se bazeze Tn mare masura pe fondurile structurale si pe cererile de finantare la nivel national
sustinute de UE. Aceastd dependenta puternica asigura fluxuri substantiale de finantare, dar
creeaza si o anumita fragilitate: conceperea programelor este adesea dictatd de ciclurile si
conditionalitatile impuse de Bruxelles, mai degrabda decat de cadre nationale stabile si
previzibile. Atunci cand perioadele de programare se incheie sau cand ratele de absorbtie raman
in urma, gospodariile si companiile de constructii se confrunta cu incertitudine, iar dinamica
renovarii poate stagna. Comparatia evidentiaza faptul ca continuitatea pe termen lung ramane
o lacuna sistemica in toate cele cinci tari.

O alta dimensiune a divergentei este echilibrul intre subventii si imprumuturi. Acesta este
probabil cel mai frapant contrast. Bulgaria se remarca prin faptul ca se bazeaza aproape exclusiv
pe scheme de subventii 100 %. Aceste scheme au avut un succes rapid, in special in cadrul
programului 2015-2018, dar au creat o culturd a dependentei: gospodariile se asteapta acum ca
renovarile sa fie subventionate integral, iar mecanismele de finantare bazate pe piata raman
subdezvoltate. Letonia ofera o experientd opusa. Institutia sa nationalda de finantare a
dezvoltdrii, ALTUM, a fost pioniera intr-o abordare mixta care combina subventiile cu reduceri
de capital si Tmprumuturi preferentiale. Acest lucru asigura incluziunea, promovand in acelasi
timp durabilitatea, deoarece beneficiarii trebuie sa co-investeascad, iar institutiile financiare
raman implicate. Croatia si Romania se situeazd undeva la mijloc. in ambele tari, schemele de
subventii domin3, dar existd semne de diversificare. in Croatia, bdnci precum PBZ si OTP au
inceput sa ofere imprumuturi complementare pentru renovare, iar mai multe municipalitati
experimenteaza fonduri refnnoibile. Tn Romania, schemele gestionate de Administratia Fondului
pentru Mediu (AFM) si proiectele-pilot ESCO emergente arata potentialul unei participari mai
mari a sectorului privat. Spania ilustreaza o alta varianta: desi subventiile din NextGenerationEU
raman esentiale, acestea sunt integrate in strategii mai ample de regenerare urbana care leaga
renovarea locuintelor de mobilitate, gestionarea apei si incluziunea sociala.

Problema incluziunii si a saraciei energetice ofera un alt ax de comparatie. Spania si Romania
au depus eforturi deosebite pentru a integra renovarea in politicile sociale si de locuire.
Programele de regenerare urbana din Spania vizeaza in mod explicit cartierele vulnerabile,
urmarind sa combine modernizarile fizice cu masuri Tmpotriva segregarii si inegalitatii.
Programul Casa Verde Fotovoltaice din Roméania demonstreaza modul in care masurile privind
energia regenerabila pot fi corelate cu accesibilitatea la nivel de gospodarie, oferind o cale de
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reducere a facturilor pentru familiile cu venituri mai mici. Croatia a pilotat, de asemenea,
programe de combatere a sardciei energetice, desi acestea raman la scara modesta si depind
adesea de leadershipul local, mai degrab3 decat de integrarea la nivel national. In schimb,
modelul bulgar de subventii integrale nu a acordat, in mod surprinzator, prioritate grupurilor
vulnerabile, chiar daca tara are unele dintre cele mai ridicate rate de saracie energetica din UE.
Sistemul Letoniei este foarte institutionalizat si robust din punct de vedere tehnic, dar cerinta
de cofinantare exclude in continuare multe gospodarii cu venituri mici. Acest lucru ridica o
intrebare politica mai ampla: finantarea renovarilor ar trebui sa acorde prioritate programelor
universale care mobilizeaza un numar mare de persoane sau programelor tintite care se
concentreaza pe cei care au cea mai mare nevoie? Raspunsul variaza, dar datele comparative
sugereaza ca, fara o tintire explicita, gospodariile vulnerabile risca sa fie lasate in urma.

Un al patrulea aspect comun este complexitatea administrativa si procedurald. in Croatia si
Romania, procesele decizionale indelungate din cadrul cladirilor de apartamente cu mai multi
proprietari blocheaza adesea proiectele de renovare. Obtinerea consensului intre coproprietari
este dificila, mai ales cand cunostintele tehnice sunt limitate sau increderea in institutii este
slaba. Letonia, in ciuda modelului sdu avansat de ghiseu unic, se confrunta cu obstacole similare
in mobilizarea asociatiilor de proprietari, care pot avea capacitati si motivatie insuficiente,
aceastd parte a activitatii bazandu-se in continuare pe companiile de intretinere si proprietarii
de apartamente. Guvernanta pe mai multe niveluri din Spania, desi bogata in resurse, genereaza
adesea confuzie: responsabilitatile sunt impartite intre ministerele nationale, comunitatile
autonome si municipalitati, ceea ce duce la cerinte care se suprapun si la informatii fragmentate.
Provocarea Bulgariei este de altd natura. Dependenta excesiva de schemele centralizate de
subventii integrale simplifica procesul pe termen scurt, dar creeaza o vulnerabilitate structurala:
atunci cand fondurile UE sunt suspendate sau se epuizeaza, gospodariile nu au alternative
viabile. Tn toate contextele, birocratia si obstacolele administrative descurajeaza cetdtenii, in
special pe cei care nu au acces la consultantd tehnica sau nu isi pot permite gestionarea
profesionala a proiectelor.

n ciuda acestor provocdri, comparatia evidentiazi si o serie de bune practici care ar putea fi
transferate. ALTUM din Letonia se remarca ca un model de ghiseu unic sustinut de stat, care
integreaza instrumente financiare cu asistenta tehnica, oferind atat securitate, cat si indrumare
pentru gospodarii. Spania arata cum renovarea poate fi integrata intr-o viziune mai larga a
transformarii urbane, aliniind modernizarea locuintelor cu coeziunea sociald, mobilitatea si
rezilienta climatica. Proiectele-pilot din Romania cu contractarea ESCO si aparitia comunitatilor
energetice ofera o imagine a modelelor inovatoare si descentralizate, chiar daca acestea raman
la scara mica. Croatia ilustreaza modul in care interesul cetatenilor si administratiile locale
proactive pot impulsiona renovarea, cu municipalitati precum KriZevci sau Gospic¢, pionieri in
abordari participative si orientate catre comunitate. Chiar si Bulgaria, uneori descrisa ca un caz
problematic, ofera lectiiimportante: schemele complet subventionate pot mobiliza rapid actiuni
la scara larga, dar trebuie sa fie insotite de masuri care sa asigure sustenabilitatea pe termen
lung si increderea pietei.

Lacunele sunt la fel de instructive. in toate cele cinci tiri, continuitatea si previzibilitatea
programelor raman slabe. Ciclurile de oprire si reluare descurajeaza gospodariile sa planifice si
contractorii sa investeasca n capacitate. Gospodariile vulnerabile, desi mentionate frecvent in
discursul politic, nu sunt suficient de bine acoperite in practica, ceea ce duce la o distributie
inegala a beneficiilor renovarii. Produsele bancare exista, dar sunt rareori integrate in schemele
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nationale, creand un peisaj fragmentat in care cetatenii se straduiesc sa identifice cea mai buna
cale de finantare. Serviciile de consultanta, desi apar in unele contexte, raman fragmentate si
subfinantate. Fara intermediari de incredere si ghisee unice, multi potentiali beneficiari
abandoneaza procesul Thainte ca acesta sa inceapa.

n concluzie, imaginea comparativ releva un peisaj financiar in Europa Centrald, de Est si de Sud
bogat in diversitate, dar limitat Tn ceea ce priveste stabilitatea, incluziunea si integrarea. Pentru
proiectul LIFE ReHABITA, aceastd analizd are doua implicatii principale. n primul rand, existd o
oportunitate clara de a transfera si adapta cele mai bune practici, cum ar fi ghiseul unic integrat
din Letonia sau abordarea holistica a regenerarii urbane din Spania, n alte contexte nationale.
n al doilea rand, existd responsabilitatea de a aborda slabiciunile sistemice prin promovarea
unor scheme de finantare echilibrate — combinand subventiile cu imprumuturile, integrand
sprijinul specific pentru grupurile vulnerabile si oferind servicii de consultanta solide care fac
programele accesibile tuturor cetatenilor. Tn acest fel, LIFE ReHABITA poate contribui nu numai
la Tmbunatatirea ratelor de renovare, ci si la modelarea unor sisteme de finantare echitabile,
previzibile si rezistente pe termen lung.

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6. Concluzie

Analiza finantarii renovarilor in Croatia, Letonia, Spania, Bulgaria si Romania evidentiaza atat
progresele inregistrate, cat si lacunele structurale persistente. Din punct de vedere pozitiv, toate
tarile recunosc acum renovarea cladirilor ca o prioritate nationala, strans legata de obiectivele
UE in materie de clima si energie. Sunt disponibile resurse financiare substantiale, instrumentele
UE —planurile de redresare si rezilienta, fondurile politicii de coeziune si programele specializate
in domeniul energiei — constituind coloana vertebrala a schemelor nationale. Aceste resurse au
permis mii de gospodarii si comunitati sa investeasca in locuinte mai eficiente, mai sanatoase si
mai prietenoase cu clima.

Cu toate acestea, analiza comparativa releva si provocari recurente. Finantarea ramane
fragmentata si excesiv de dependenta de ciclurile de programare ale UE, ceea ce duce la o
punere in aplicare ,intermitentd” care submineaz planificarea pe termen lung. in multe cazuri,
cofinantarea nationald sau instrumentele financiare interne nu sunt suficient de dezvoltate
pentru a asigura continuitatea odata ce fondurile UE sunt intarziate sau epuizate. In plus, accesul
ramane inegal: in timp ce gospodariile cu venituri medii si administratorii de cladiri organizati
pot adesea mobiliza cofinantare, cetatenii vulnerabili se confrunta cu obstacole persistente din
cauza accesibilitatii limitate, a complexitatii administrative si a lipsei de sprijin adaptat.

O alta slabiciune importantd consta in integrarea insuficienta intre subventii si imprumuturi. in
mai multe contexte, modelele bazate pe subventii au creat dependentd, in timp ce produsele
bancare sunt subutilizate sau slab conectate la sprijinul public. Exemple de succes, precum
strategiile integrative de renovare urbanad din Spania, aratda ca combinarea instrumentelor
financiare si furnizarea de asistenta tehnica pot creste semnificativ gradul de utilizare. Cu toate
acestea, acestea raman mai degraba exceptii decat reguli.

Privind in perspectivd, se contureazd trei domenii cheie de imbunétitire. Tn primul rand,
programele au nevoie de o mai mare stabilitate si previzibilitate pentru a permite gospodariilor,
municipalitdtilor si contractorilor si planifice renovirile cu incredere. in al doilea rand,
incluziunea trebuie consolidata prin conceperea unor scheme de finantare care sa vizeze in mod
explicit grupurile vulnerabile, fie prin intensitatea mai mare a subventiilor, fie prin garantii
sociale sau servicii de consultanta. Tn al treilea rand, o mai buna coordonare intre subventiile
publice, finantarea privata si mecanismele de sprijin tehnic este esentiala pentru a crea cai de
renovare cuprinzatoare si favorabile cetatenilor.

Pe scurt, desi peisajul financiar pentru renovare in regiune este mai bogat ca niciodata, acesta
nu este Incd pe deplin eficient sau echitabil. LIFE ReHABITA are oportunitatea de a aborda aceste
lacune prin promovarea unor modele de finantare stabile, incluzive si bine integrate, care pot
accelera valul de renovari, asigurandu-se in acelasi timp ca nicio gospodarie nu este |dsata in
urma.
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Annex | — Bulgaria

Bulgaria has several programs and initiatives for residential building energy renovation. The first
project was Demonstration renovation of multi-family residential buildings - collaborative
initiative of the Ministry of Regional Development of Public Works (MRDPW) and UN
Development Programme (UNDP) which started in 2007 and finished in 2011. All programs for
dwelling renovation providing 100% grant for all applicants without difference if they a
vulnerable or not.

The largest source of funding for energy renovation of dwellings in Bulgaria is the National
Recovery and Resilience Plan. There are also other small financial schemes.

In Bulgaria, the national program “Environment” includes a stove exchange initiative designed
to improve air quality and support vulnerable communities. The program gives households that
rely on solid fuels such as wood or coal for heating the opportunity to replace their old stoves
with new, environmentally friendly heating devices. Since families who depend on solid fuels
are often among the more vulnerable citizens, this measure not only reduces pollution but also
helps improve their living conditions by providing safer, cleaner, and more efficient heating
alternatives.

Although the financing opportunities for dwelling renovation in Croatia remain relatively limited,
a growing number of financial instruments and support programmes are being developed to
stimulate energy-efficient improvements in residential dwellings. These initiatives stem from
national strategic documents, EU-funded programmes, and efforts by domestic institutions such
as the Environmental Protection and Energy Efficiency Fund and the Ministry of Physical
Planning, Construction and State Assets. Furthermore, Croatian commercial banks have slowly
begun to recognise the potential of this sector by introducing targeted loan products. These
opportunities generally fall into three main categories: public calls and co-financing schemes,
commercial bank loans, and private investments. Available support mechanisms range from
non-repayable grants and technical assistance to favourable credit lines aimed at owners of
family homes and multi-apartment buildings, including those damaged in the 2020 earthquake.

This template compiles the most relevant public calls, co-financing opportunities, and credit
schemes currently and previously available in Croatia to support the energy renovation of
dwellings. By presenting instruments implemented to date, it also points to potential future
trends and directions in funding. Additionally, it outlines the key institutions involved in the
financing and implementation of energy renovation measures, offering insight into the main
actors active in this field.

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Private Investment and Other Mechanisms in Croatia

In Croatia, energy renovation of residential buildings is increasingly supported not only through
public subsidies and bank loans but also via private investment and emerging contractual
models:

¢ Individual investments by homeowners or co-owners are particularly relevant in cases where
national subsidies do not cover the full renovation cost. According to data from the
Environmental Protection and Energy Efficiency Fund (FZOEU), for single-family homes the grant
typically covers up to 60% of eligible costs, meaning homeowners must secure the remaining
40% themselves. For multi-apartment buildings, co-financing by co-owners is mandatory, and
decisions are made by majority vote under the Condominium Ownership Act (Zakon o vlasnistvu
i drugim stvarnim pravima).

e ESCO model and energy performance contracting (EnPC) are legally regulated in Croatia
through the Act on Energy Efficiency and accompanying bylaws. While the model is more
commonly applied in public sector buildings, its application in the residential sector remains
minimal due to complexity in ownership structures, lack of awareness, and perceived legal risk.
However, pilot projects have shown its potential. For example, the City of Zagreb supported an
ESCO-led energy renovation of kindergartens and schools worth over €20 million, achieving
savings between 30-50%.

* Market factors significantly influence private decisions. According to the Croatian Chamber of
Economy (HGK), construction material prices rose by over 20% between 2021 and 2023, with
similar trends for labour costs. These increases affect private investment feasibility, especially
for low-income households. Despite this, rising energy prices (especially in 2022) led to
increased interest in energy efficiency measures, particularly in solar PV and facade insulation.

While public incentives remain a key enabler, expanding energy renovation will require greater
mobilisation of private capital and mainstreaming of ESCO-type services into the residential
market. Policy improvements such as simplified contracting for co-owners, dedicated technical
assistance, and guarantees for private investors could help unlock this potential.
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Annex Il — Latvia

Altum's now-closed Energy Efficiency Programme offered significant capital rebates of 40-50%
to incentivize major renovations aimed at achieving at least a 30% primary energy saving.
Separately, the Central Financing and Contracting Agency's ongoing program provides 50-95%
co-financing to help homeowners replace old heating systems with cleaner, more efficient ones
like heat pumps and solar panels. Lastly, Altum's ongoing Loan for Renovation of Apartment
Buildings provides a flexible loan with a 3.9% annual interest rate for a wide range of building
improvements, from updating exterior walls and windows to engineering systems. Together,
these programs have been instrumental in funding the renovation of residential buildings to
improve both energy efficiency and living conditions. ESCO model is operational in Latvia,
however there are a lot of misconceptions regarding this financing mechanism - many
homeowners think that ESCOs are largely benefiting through energy savings and homeowners
are not seeing real results in energy savings

Private Investment and Other Mechanisms in Romania

In Romania, energy renovation of residential buildings is financed not only through public
subsidies and EU-backed grants but also increasingly through private investment and
complementary financing mechanisms:

Individual investments by homeowners or co-owners play a central role, since national
schemes (such as those financed under the National Recovery and Resilience Plan — PNRR, or
programs run by the Environment Fund Administration — AFM) rarely cover the full cost of
renovation. For multi-apartment buildings, homeowners’ associations must contribute their
own funds, often through mandatory co-financing. Decisions are taken collectively under Law
no. 196/2018 on the administration of condominiums, requiring approval from the majority of
owners. In practice, this co-financing obligation often slows down renovation projects,
particularly in blocks with a high share of vulnerable households.

ESCO model and energy performance contracting (EnPC) are legally possible in Romania under
the Energy Efficiency Law no. 121/2014 and related secondary legislation. However, similar to
Croatia, the model is mostly applied in the public sector (e.g., municipal buildings, schools,
hospitals) and remains underdeveloped for residential renovations. Barriers include fragmented
condominium ownership, lack of trust in long-term contracts, and limited knowledge among
both homeowners and administrators. A few pilot projects implemented with international
support have demonstrated significant potential, with guaranteed savings of 25-40% in public
buildings, but scaling this model to the residential sector will require legal simplification and
awareness campaigns.

Community energy initiatives are slowly emerging, particularly in the form of energy
communities and cooperative models promoted under EU directives, which could enable groups
of households to jointly invest in renewable generation and energy efficiency, share benefits,
and reduce renovation costs through collective action.

Market conditions strongly influence private decisions. Between 2021 and 2023, Romania also
experienced substantial increases in construction material and labour costs, raising the upfront
burden for homeowners. At the same time, volatile energy prices (especially natural gas and
electricity in 2022-2023) heightened household interest in efficiency measures and renewable
energy solutions such as photovoltaic systems, efficient heating, and facade insulation. This
dynamic has led to rapid uptake of AFM’s “Casa Verde Fotovoltaice” program, with tens of
thousands of households applying for support, but many covering additional costs from their
own resources or bank loans.

While public programs remain the primary drivers of renovation, expanding the sector will
require stronger mobilisation of private capital and wider adoption of innovative models such
as ESCO services in residential buildings. Policy improvements — such as simplified contracting

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rules for co-owners, dedicated technical and financial assistance for homeowners’ associations,
and risk-sharing mechanisms (guarantees, soft loans) — could help unlock this potential. In
particular, blending public subsidies with private investment and banking products will be
essential to reach the Renovation Wave targets and to ensure affordability for vulnerable
households.
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Annex V - Spain

In Lorca, grants and subsidies are primarily used for the renovation of residential and public
buildings, with a strong focus on improving energy efficiency and reducing energy poverty.

The main financial instrument for the city of Lorca is provided through Royal Decree 853/2021,
of October 5, which regulates the programs regarding residential rehabilitation and social
housing of the Recovery, Transformation and Resilience Plan - financed by the European Union
- NEXT-GENERATIONEU - regulates, as bases, a series of aid programs among which are those
related to the "Aid program for rehabilitation actions at the neighborhood level" of the
Recovery, Transformation and Resilience Plan, which aims to regulate aid programs in the areas
of residential rehabilitation and construction of social housing, within the general framework of
the Recovery, Transformation and Resilience Plan. This program aims to finance the joint
implementation of renovation works and projects in predominantly residential buildings and
homes, including single-family homes, and the development or redevelopment of public spaces,
within areas of action known as "Programmed Rehabilitation Residential Environments (ERRP)."

In addition to other instruments such as the ERDF (European Regional Development Fund),
financing with state guarantees and bank guarantees also facilitate access to renovation funds
for individuals and homeowners' associations. These instruments aim to increase renovation
rates, combat energy poverty, reduce energy bills, and contribute to greater awareness of the
importance of adopting sustainable energy consumption habits.

Local Government Support

Several Croatian municipalities complement national
programmes with their own incentive schemes, broadening
the opportunities available to citizens. The main emphasis
is on promoting renewable energy such as solar, biomass,
and heat pumps, while some programmes also support
building envelope renovation, technical documentation,
and equipment installation.

Local Government and energy poverty

The City of KriZevci has become a pioneer in the local energy
transition, providing direct financial support to energy-poor
households. Similarly, the City of Gospic recently launched a
public call to finance energy certificates for such
households.

Municipal budgets can also be used to support general
public initiatives, such as co-financing energy renovation or
the preparation of technical documentation. However,
when aiming for 100% energy renovation of energy-poor
households, full financing should come from national funds
—especially in smaller cities like Gospi¢, whose local
budgets are insufficient to cover such comprehensive
support independently.
